As numerous studies have shown, representation on screen matters. The kind
of stories that are being told, as well as the voices telling those stories,
influence how we perceive the world and ourselves. Diversity and inclusion in
film therefore have the possibility to constitute a powerful force of change.

In today’s film industry, much is still left to do in terms of diversity, not the
least when it comes to gender.

Although women are still decidedly underrepresented among directors
receiving funding and among decision-makers in the audio-visual field, a
recent study commissioned by the Doha Film Institute showed that the
percentage of women among independent filmmakers is higher in the Arab
world than in the West. According to the study, more than a fourth of Arab
independent filmmakers are women, a number that is significantly lower in
the rest of the world, including Europe. Many of the most acclaimed,
high-profile Arab directors today are women. When it comes to commercial
Arab blockbusters, however, women directors are rarer to be found, just like
in the rest of the global film industry.

This panel discussion will address the strides made by independent Arab
women filmmakers in recent decades from several angles and look at the
structural reasons behind both the relative success of Arab women directors
and the obstacles that remain.

Yahya Ashmawy dr en palestinsk-syrisk konstndr som foddes i
Damaskus &r 1968. Yahya dr medlem i palestinska konstnarers
riksférbund och har deltagit i en rad solo- och grupputstéliningar. Yahya
arbetar med olika tekniker, sdésom olja, akvarell, akryl, black, arabisk
kalligrafi, grafik och karikatyrteckningar. Han har arbetat som
konstpedagog for barn i Syrien, och arbetade under sju ar som
handledare inom ramen fér en stor konstfestival. Sedan han kom till
Sverige dr 2014 har han stéllt ut tillsammans med andra konstnérer i
béde Helsingborg och Malma, bland annat p& Dunkers kulturhus.

During this year's edition of Arab Women Film Days, the association Fyra
Férger will present an art exhibition featuring the four artists Areej Almansory,
Yahya Ashmawy, Suzan Yassin and Nawras Korbaj. The participating artists
will present artworks that in various ways relate to the Arab woman and the
society that surrounds her.

As part of with the exhibition, Fyra Farger will show traditional Palestinian
embroideries, a craft with deep roots in Palestinian cultural heritage that has
been passed on through many generations.

Yahya Ashmawy is a Palestinian-Syrian artist born in Damascus in
1968. Yahya is a member of the National Association for Palestinian
artists and has participated in a number of individual and collective
exhibitions. Yahya works with different techniques, such as oil,
watercolour, acrylic, ink, Arabic calligraphy, graphics and caricatures.
He worked as an art teacher for children in Syria, and was an instructor
at a major art festival for seven years. Since relocating to Sweden in
2014, he has exhibited his work together with other artists in
Helsingborg and Malma in venues such as Dunkers kulturhus.



Suzan Yassin har en konstnérlig kandidatexamen fran Damaskus i
Syrien, och har undervisat pa syriska hogskolor och universitet i femton
ar. Sedan Suzan kom till Sverige har hon bland annat stallt ut sin konst i
Helsingborg, Landskrona, Véxjo och Skellefted, och deltagit i ett
konstsymposium i Virserums konsthall. Suzan har &ven medverkat i
internationella konstfestivaler i Sydkorea och Oman. Hon ar medlem i
The Fine Arts Committee of Damascus och the Omani Committee of
Fine Arts.

Areej Almansory foddes i Irak och ar bosatt i Helsingborg, Sverige. | sitt
hemland studerade hon vid Konstinstitutet och Konsthégskolan i Bagdad
under &tta &r. Konsten har alltid funnits i Areejs hem. Hon véxte upp med
lukten av oljefarg runt omkring sig, med en pappa som &r en kénd
konstndr i Irak. | sin konst utforskar Areej det undermedvetna, samt
relationen mellan det vardagliga och det som gér utéver tid och rum.
Hennes konst influeras av personliga minnen och kanslor, levda
erfarenheter av béde Irak och Sverige, och av kriget. Areej har stallt ut
sin konst i bade individuella och kollektiva utstalningar p& ménga
svenska orter, bland annat Helsingborg, Malmé, Lund, Astorp, Arvika,
Jérvso och Géteborg.

Nawras Korbaj foddes &r 1980 i Syrien. Han studerade vid Fakulteten
for konst vid Damaskus universitet, och deltog ar 2006 i en
grupputstallning pa Franska kulturcentret i Damaskus. Hans konst har

ocksa stéllts ut i soloutstéliningar i As-Suwayda i Syrien och i Abu Dhabi.

Ar 2016 deltog Nawras i en kollektiv utstélining i Malmé, och 2018 i en
soloutstélining i Trelleborg.

Samar Satof foddes ar 1963 i Syrien. Hon har studerat engelsk litteratur
pé universitetet i Damaskus, och studerar for ndrvarande till &mneslarare
vid Malm@ universitet. Samar deltar dven i en konstkurs pa natet i en
konstnérlig teknik som kallas shelee art eller fluid art, som innebér att
man haller farg pé olika satt och dérigenom skapar abstrakt konst.

Suzan Yassin has a Bachelor’s Degree from Damascus in Syria, and
was a lecturer at Syrian universities and higher institutes for art for
fifteen years. Since her relocation to Sweden, Suzan has exhibited her
art in Helsingborg, Landskrona, Véxjo and Skellefted, and participated in
an art symposium at the Virserum Art Museum. Suzan has participated
in international art festivals in South Korea and Oman, and is a member
of the Fine Arts Committee of Damascus and the Omani Committee of
Fine Arts.

Areej Almansory was born in Iraq and is currently based in Helsingborg,
Sweden. In her native country, she studied at the Institute for Fine Arts
and the Academy of Fine Arts for eight years. Art was always present in
Areej’s childhood home. Her father is a renowned Iragi visual artist, and
she grew up immersed in the smell of oil paint. In her art, Areej explores
the subconscious, as well as the relationship between everyday life and
that which transgresses time and space. Her practice is informed by her
personal memories and emotions, connected to her lived experiences
from both Iraq and Sweden, as well as memories of war. Areej has
exhibited her art in individual and collective exhibitions in many Swedish
cities and towns, such as Helsingborg, Maimd, Lund, Astorp, Arvika,
Jérvs6 and Gothenburg.

Nawras Korbaj was born in Syria in 1980. He studied at the Faculty of
Fine Arts at the University of Damascus, and in 2006, he participated in
a group exhibition at the French Cultural Centre in the same city. He has
exhibited his work in solo exhibitions in As-Suwayda in Syria and in
Abu Dhabi. In 2016, Nawras participated in a collective exhibition in
Malmd, and in a solo exhibition in Trelleborg in 2018.

Samar Satof was born in Syria in 1963. She studied English literature at
university in Damascus. She is currently studying at Malmé university
to become a teacher. In parallel, she is attending an online course about
an artistic technique called shelee art or fluid art, where you use
different techniques to pour paint to create abstract art.
